THE HISTORY OF NEWTOWNBARRY HOUSE

Newtownbarry House was built between 1863-1869 under the direction

of Charles Lanyon 1813-1889 who was assisted by his pupil W.H. Lynn
1829-1915 and his son John. The house was built on the site of John
Maxwell Barry’s house ‘Woodfield’, an 18th century house. The house has
remained in the ownership of the Hall-Dares since it was built and Clody
Norton is a daughter of Robert Westley Hall-Dare.

The Gardens surrounding the House are the recently restored 18th and
19th Century Sunken Garden, The Rose Garden and Lake. The trees and
the foundations for the Sunken Garden are older than the present house.
